As director of the Instructional and Leadership Development Centre, Hrabok’s 
responsibilities include a network of “learning commons” that will give the centre a 
physical presence at each SIAST campus. This network will promote collegiality and the 
sharing of teaching and learning best practices, as well as provide resource centres for 
both new and experienced faculty.  
 
“Although designed for faculty, SIAST’s instructor preparation and development 
initiatives are founded on a commitment to student success,” says Hrabok. “Enhancing 
faculty’s instructional and leadership skills ultimately supports our graduates’ successful 
transition into the workforce and fosters the development of a community practice at 
SIAST.” 
 
Hrabok received her doctorate in educational administration from the University of 
Saskatchewan. She also has post graduate degrees in business administration from the 
University of Saskatchewan and in education from the University of Alberta. Hrabok 
pursued undergraduate studies in Saskatoon.
