He has served on the board of 
directors of the Canadian Radiation Protection Association, Canadian Organization of 
Medical Physicists, Saskatchewan Radiation Health and Safety Committee, University of 
Saskatchewan Radiation Safety Advisory Committee, the Saskatchewan Association of 
Medical Imaging Managers, and the Saskatchewan Association of Combined Laboratory 
and X-Ray Technicians.  Additionally, Webster has served on many other committees 
and working groups.  Webster is an avid supporter of SIAST and has been a member of 
the Medical Diagnostic Programs Advisory Committee since 2001. 
 
The SIAST Student Outstanding Citizenship Award recognizes commitment to the 
SIAST community beyond the responsibilities of program requirements. This award will 
be presented to Courtney LeGrand, who is graduating from the Medical Radiologic 
Technology program.
