The two-year BIS program, developed with input from an employer advisory committee, 
responds to industry needs. Students will train for careers such as business, system or 
programmer analyst, computer programmer or helpdesk/application support technician. 
It features a six-month co-op education component, which gives students the 
opportunity to earn and learn at the same time. Graduates can obtain advanced 
standing in degree programs at the University of Regina and the University of 
Lethbridge.
