Prior Learning Assessment (PLAR) is an evaluation through a valid and reliable
process, by qualified specialist(s), of the knowledge and skills that have been
learned through non-formal education, training or experience to determine the
equivalency for credit to a SIAST course.

What can PLAR
do for me?

PLAR reduces redundant learning and provides:
¢ Recognition for skills and knowledge acquired through prior learning
e Portable credentials
¢ Increased employment opportunities

If you have recent successful work experience in the hospitality field and can
provide evidence of your skills and knowledge to align with learning outcomes within
the Hotel & Restaurant Administration Program, you may be a PLAR candidate.

How many courses
are available by
PLAR?
